SHOW RULES 

 

1. Owners must be a bona fide 4-H, FFA, or FCCLA member.  4-H competition is 

open to active members of a chartered Alabama 4-H Club that has regularly 

scheduled planned, experiential educational meetings.  To be eligible for 

competition at events held between August 2010 and July 2011, requiring 4-H 

membership, the exhibitor must be 9 years old prior to January 1, 2011, i.e. 

born in 2001 or earlier.  For the 2010-2011, 4-H Club year, exhibitors cannot 

have graduated from high school or completed the GED.  

2. To be eligible for show, steers must be owned by and on the premises of the 

exhibitor, and must be properly tattooed under the supervision of Extension 

Agent and/or Vocational Agriculture Instructor.  

3.  No exhibitor can enter more than two steers. 

4. All entries must be in place on the Fairgrounds by 4:00 p.m., Monday, 

September 27, 2010. The Show will begin at 7:00 p.m. or immediately following 

the Showmanship contest.  

5. All steers will be shown in one of four classes: Light Weight, Medium Weight,  

       Intermediate Weight or Heavy Weight. 

6. The first and second place steers in each class will compete for Grand and 

Reserve Champions of the Show. 

7.  Any steer born prior to September 1, 2009, will not be eligible for the show. 

8. Steers must be shown by the exhibitor without assistance except as authorized 

by the Rules Committee. 

9. All steers will be exhibited at owner's risk and feed and care furnished by the 

exhibitor.  

10. Any steer deemed unruly will be disqualified from the show and sent out of the  

      ring or tied to a ring in one corner.  

11. The Rules Committee will handle any questions and/or points of concern not     

      covered by the rules as stated.  

12. Clean the area where you tie and/or bed your steer after the show. We want to       

       keep the show barn clean!  

13. Dehorning and castrating scars must be healed.
